Ask Father Peter

Question: What is the proper way to receive Communion?

Answer: First, to receive Communion, one must be baptized, and in a
state of grace.

If you are receiving the Host in your hand, place one hand directly on top of
the other hand. If you are right handed, the right hand goes on the bottom
so you can receive the Host in your left hand and then pick it up with your
right hand and consume immediately. We must ensure we receive Jesus in
such a way that guards against throwing away unintentional crumbs from
the host. So, make sure you consume any particles also from your hands
after receiving Jesus.

If you are receiving the Host on your tongue, say “Amen,” open your mouth
and extend your tongue. Be sure to hold still until after the Host is placed on
your tongue.

Either way, you want to be reverent when receiving because remember that
Jesus is present in the Eucharist.
